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INTRODUCTION 
 
 

Each year, Westat develops Part C and Part B profiles using the state-reported data 
required by the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA).  These profiles are 
distributed at the Annual Part B and C Data Managers' Conferences.  This year, in recognition of 
the overlapping B/C data meeting, the profiles include data from both Part B and Part C.  Westat 
encourages states to compare patterns in their data across Parts B and C.  We also encourage you 
to compare your data with states with similarly sized populations or funding formulas, or with 
neighboring states.  Finally, we hope that you will review your data for anomalies and try to 
explain any patterns observed.
